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	Research Problem: (About 300 words)

	The research problem expresses the study’s main topic, its dimensions, motives, nature. It should provoke a series of questions revealing the research’s significance and research gap. It may also deal with a topic deficiency in a current knowledge-based interpretation which needs an improvement, or somehow complements or contradicts the findings of similar earlier studies. It generally highlights the reasons and justifies the need for the study. A research problem is preferred to be formulated at the end of the paragraph, in the form of a declarative statement or question.



	Research Objectives (About 50 words)

	The research objectives specify the purpose of the study and describe what the research is expected to achieve.



	Significance of the Research (About 175 words) 

	This explains the scientific and practical value, if any, of realizing the research objectives.



		Literature Review (About 500 words)

	A literature review critically presents published information in a particular subject area, and usually has an organizational pattern and combines both summary and synthesis. 











	Research Questions / Hypotheses (About 75 words), (if necessary)

	This constitutes the purpose of the study presented in the form of logical predictions or temporary solutions tested by the research via:
(A) Procedures and research analytical and logical steps.
(B) Statistical evidence and proofs.



	Research Methodology and Procedures (About 250 words)

	- Identifies the research method(s) (i.e. comparative, descriptive, analytical, quantitative, etc.) used throughout the units of analysis, research community, data collection, sampling, research tools, and statistical processing (if required).
- Describes the procedural steps, desk reviews, data sources, field work, lab work, analysis methods/techniques, etc.



	Research Limitation (About 50 words)

	The limitations of the study reflect characteristics of design or methodology, time and place, that have an impact on the interpretation of the method(s)/variables/findings of the research, if any.



	Study’s Conceptualized Structure (About 100 words)

	· Provides suggested division of the study into chapters and sections.
· Identifies proposed monthly timeframe for the study’s overall implementation.



	Expected Findings (About 50 words)

	This is a brief presentation of the research’s probable findings, fields of interest, scientific value, beneficiaries, applicability, and impact on the community development and overall progress.



	Definition of Terms (About 150 words), If necessary

	A list of the most important terminology used in the study, if any.



	References (About 250 words)

	A list of preliminary relevant sources and references cited in the study, arranged in compliance with the principles of the Manual of Scientific Thesis Writing, approved by the university.
